e Lifeguards are on duty from Memorial Day to
Labor Day. Outside of these dates, swim at your
own risk. :

When the beach is crowded, lifeguards may ask
that you refrain from certain activities.

e Tents are prohibited on the beach. Open-sided
canopies and umbrellas are permitted.

¢ Canopies may not be set up and left unattended
prior to 9:00am each morning.

e There is a curfew for minors throughout town
from 11:00pm - 5:00am. -




Parking fees are in effect daily from May 15 -
September 15 from 9am - 2am. Parking is free on
Mondays from 5pm - Tlpm excluding federal holidays.

Handicap license plates and placards are valid for use
as a permit at all permit and metered spots, but must
be clearly displayed.
